Fostering Understanding
and Collaboration with
More Exchanges

Communication is the key to enhancing
understanding. The Foundation spares no
effort in facilitating exchanges of views.
In June, the Foundation organized its
annual delegation to the U.S. promoting
sustained and regular dialogue. It was
led by the Foundation’s Executive
Committee Chairman Mr. Ronnie Chan and
joined by myself and four members. The
interlocutors in the U.S. were interested
by this year’s theme which was the
Business and Economic Environment in
Hong Kong and Mainland China under the
New Leadership. Noting the importance of
the change in leadership in both China and

In August, the Foundation
also hosted a discussion luncheon for a
U.S. congressional staffer delegation.

While Hong Kong, as an open economy,
is cautious of the impact of the global
financial crisis, it is optimistic if we could
leverage the developments in Mainland
China.

The Foundation also
hosted a dinner for the Vice Minister of
Commerce, Mr. Jiang Yiaoping, and a
luncheon with the Assistant Governor
of People’s Bank of China, Ms. Jin Qi, to
learn more about the trade and financial
policies and environment in China.

In October, the sixth annual
forum in Shanghai highlighting the
theme Innovative Development and City
Governance was jointly organized by the
Foundation, the Shanghai Chinese People
Political Consultative Conference and the
Shanghai Academy of Social Sciences for
ideas and experience exchanges and to
identify areas of collaboration.
