It does not just further
strengthen Hong Kong’s position as an
international financial center and its role
as “super-connector”, linking Mainland
China and the world but will also help
further speed up the internationalization of
the RMB. On constitutional development,
Hong Kong as a special administrative
region of China, is granted the right to
elect its own Chief Executive in 2017 by
one man one vote if the public could agree
on the election method and our Legislative
Council could pass the proposal by a
majority. Hong Kong is an open society
and, diverse views are expected. We
hope that society could learn from this
exercise and progress as a more mature
civil society so that we could respect each
other and embrace diversity. Our common
goal is to make Hong Kong a better
place to live and to prosper. Rule of law,
stability and openness of society are the
cornerstones of Hong Kong’s success,
which we need to continue to dearly
uphold.

Led by the Foundation’s Executive
Committee Chairman Mr. Ronnie Chan, the
Foundation completed another successful
delegation visit to the U.S. in June. Views
on the latest political, economic and
social developments in Hong Kong were
exchanged with interlocutors in the U.S.
Also in early 2014, the Foundation, led by
Council Member Dr. Roy Chung, together
with Hong Kong Young Industrialists
Council, sent its second delegation to
Israel. The delegation was to learn more
about the development of innovation and
technology in Israel, which could be a good
reference for Hong Kong when it wants to
diversify its economy and to develop high
value added industry.

Media is an important medium in cultivating
understanding between people and society.
This year, the Foundation continues
organizing the 5th China-U.S. Journalists
Exchange, jointly with the All-China
Journalists Association and the East-West
Center. The program brought a group of
five U.S. journalists to Beijing, Ningxia

Hong
Kong is warned of the need of long-term
plans over policies such as population and
land use, and more investment needed
to promote research and innovation.
Like many developed economies, Hong
Kong is facing the problem of an aging
population, which could hinder the future
development of the city. The Foundation

With globalization, rapid change and worldwide competition, we cannot be complacent regarding the current

state of affairs. The Foundation, in collaboration with renowned research institutes, conducts studies on the

competitiveness of urban cities in China as well as benchmarking world cities in the pursuit of excellence. We

also recognize the importance of Hong Kong’s youth development and the cultivation of a green environment and

corporate social responsibility for the betterment and sustainable development of Hong Kong.

2014 CHINA URBAN COMPETITIVENESS REPORT

Organized by the Foundation and
co-organized by the Center for City and
Competitiveness of the Chinese Academy
of Social Sciences (CASS) and the Hong
Kong Institute of Asia-Pacific Studies of
the Chinese University of Hong Kong, the
press conference of the 2014 China Urban
Comepetitiveness Report (Hong Kong) was
held in Hong Kong on 29 May 2014.
